The purpose of the State Library’s Early Literacy Mentoring Program is to expand the capacity of Arizona library staff and to create strong early literacy leaders, which was one of the goals determined as a high priority at the 2014 Arizona Library Leaders’ Summit.  
The program will pair up libraries that want to offer more early literacy resources with Arizona library staff that can provide advice, suggestions and mentoring to help make that happen.  The expectation is that both the mentor and mentee will develop new skills.  The mentor will develop mentoring and coaching skills as they share their expertise and mentees will gain knowledge to implement early literacy practices.  Beginning in November the mentee/mentor pairs will work together to create an action plan to accomplish self-identified early literacy goal(s) by April 7, 2017.
